THE STYLE OF BUSINESS LETTERS

When writing a business letter in English, be careful not to use an old-fashioned commercial
instruction book as a guide. The style of writing is changing rapidly. Every year it is getting simpler
and less formal. Instead of using an out-of date phrase like “We are in receipt of your favor”, we now
write “Thank you for your letter”. Except for a few firms who still live in the past, business
correspondents prefer simple English to express what they want to say as effectively as possible.
Time is more precious than ever to a busy executive and he does not want to have to read a lot of
unnecessary words. But the writer of a business letter must create a good impression, especially if he
is selling, so a few words to promote a feeling of friendship and goodwill are not wasted. However,
compliments must not be exaggerated, as they may produce the opposite effect, and the reader may
feel that the writer is being insincere.

We suggest the following points should be remembered when writing a business letter in
English:

Make a new paragraph for a new subject.

Say what you want to say in the simplest, clearest way.

Don’t sell aggressively.

Remember that real feelings will have more effect than pretended ones.

The earliest attempts to circulate (16) were made in ancient Rome.

In Rome the Daily Events (17) from early days of the Empire until its fall in A. D. 476
and, besides its general circulation, was used as a means of communication, between military officers
and their armies.

They were small
sheets, generally in a form of a letter.

Some issues still in existence contain accounts of the discovery of America and other various
historic events and such (19) happenings as earthquakes, executions and witch burnings. In
the sixteenth century the official newspaper was published in Venice, with reports of battles and
other matters of (20) interest.

This paper was circulated throughout Europe, and originally was sold for a small coin called
a “gazetta”.

These little sheets, issued from time to time, had little in common with the great newspapers
of today, with their great number of home and foreign affairs.

From the History of the Newspaper

There are serious papers for those who want to know about important happenings
everywhere, both domestic news and foreign news. There are popular newspapers for those who
prefer entertainment to information. There are newspapers whose pages are largely filled with
news of sport - football, boxing and racing - and with stories of film stars, or accounts of crime
and of law-court trials. The provincial newspapers give very full attention to local as well as to
national affairs. In recent years some of them have been bought by national papers. To many
people this seems to be unfortunate and even dangerous.



C) The popular newspapers naturally have much larger circulations than the serious
newspapers. Two popular papers, with large circulations, are the Daily Mirror and the Daily
Sketch. These have many pages of photographs and numerous strip cartoons. Their make-up (the
way in which the news and pictures are arranged on the pages, the size of the head-lines, and so
on) is more exciting than that of the serious papers. The news that appears in their pages is not
always the most important news; it is the news that will, in the editors' opinion, be most
interesting to the man in the street.

It
began in 1785, and has a high reputation for reliable news and serious comment on the news. It
is an independent paper, not giving its support to a particular party. Its leading articles (or

The Times, of course, does not publish the strip cartoons that are so common in the cheaper and
popular papers. It does, however, publish a cross-word puzzle every day, with clues that are both
clever and amusing. Many Times readers try to solve the puzzle every morning as they travel to
town by train from their homes in the suburbs.

NEGOTIATING THE JOB MARKET

When compulsory education or optional full-time school, college or university education ends,
an entirely different life begins. For those who start out in work away from home, or go to
universities in other parts of the country, this is the first period of the real independence.
Unless they have a job to go to, the first stop for young people entering the job market at 16 is
their local Job Centre or careers office. Each young person in full-time education, in part-time
vocational education or who have just left school or college, is entitled to free advice and
guidance from their local careers service. The careers service helps them to explore the options
available so that they can make realistic and informed decisions about employment, education
and training.

Helping young people find employment has become a major issue during the last decade. During
Autumn 1998, young people aged 16 to 24 made up 14 per cent of all those unemployed. As a
direct measure to tackle unemployment, the Government has offered a New Deal for all young



people between the ages of 18 and 24 who have been unemployed for more than 6 months. The
deal includes various options: a job with an employer; a job with a voluntary sector organisation
for 6 months; full-time basic skills education or training for up to 12 months.

Usually a Business Plan starts with an executive summary which gives the main points
and conclusions of the plan.

It is also usual to say why the managers want
to work in the company and how they see its future.
